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Conclusions

Donlands Second Exit:

• Public Option P3 located on east of Dewhurst Blvd. 
beside and immediately west of 1 Strathmore Blvd. is 
acceptable to the TTC

• Subject to City’s acceptance of road narrowing and 
associated community traffic impact, the TTC is 
prepared to proceed with Public Option P3 

• Should this option not be workable, TTC will revert to 
its preferred option and advise the community

Greenwood:

1a) That staff proceed with development and 

implementation of the concept identified as Option P1 
which locates the Second  Exit building on Linnsmore 
Crescent, including property acquisition; and

1b) Should there be any unforeseen conditions, that staff 
advise the community and proceed with the 
development and implementation of the concept 
identified as Option 6.
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Recommendations
Donlands:

It is recommended that the Commission approve:
2a) That staff proceed with development and implementation of the 

concept identified as Option P3 which locates the Second  Exit 
building on Dewhurst Boulevard right-of-way; 

2b) Should this option not receive City acceptance, that staff advise 
the community and proceed with the development and 
implementation of the concept identified as Option 3; and

2c) That staff further consult with the community representatives and 
local Councillor on TTC’s assessment of the community 
presented options.
