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RECOMMENDATION 
 
It is recommended that the Commission recognize the Ontario Association for Suicide 
Prevention presentation of the 2011 Arnold Devlin Community Service Award to the TTC 
for outstanding leadership in suicide prevention. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The 2011 Arnold Devlin Community Service Award for outstanding leadership in suicide 
prevention was presented to the TTC on September 9, 2011 at the “Journeys from Suicide: 
Living to Die;  Dying to Live” conference co-hosted by the Ontario Association for Suicide 
Prevention and the Arthur Sommer Rotenberg Chair in Suicide Studies and Suicide Studies 
Research Unit at St. Michael’s Hospital.  The conference was held in honour of World Suicide 
Prevention Day at St. Michael’s Hospital.  The award recognizes the TTC’s long-standing 
commitment to suicide prevention through its Gatekeeper Training Program, research into 
Acute Psychological Trauma and more recently its partnership with Bell Canada and Toronto 
Distress Centres to launch Crisis Link support for passengers in crisis.
